Introduction

Le programme de science politique vise essentiellement a
développer une solide formation dans l'analyse politique,
c'est-a-dire dans l'identification et I'explication des
phénomeénes de pouvoir. Ceci suppose que nous nous
Intéressons aux diverses expressions des phénoménes,
soit les structures, les attitudes, les comportements, les
idéologies, etc., aux diverses théories développées pour
les ex ﬁquer, comme aux méthodologies et aux techniques
utilisées r les analyser. L'analyse se situe soit a un
niveau global, celui d'un systéme, soit & un niveau plus
limité comme celui d'un secteur ou d'une entité
composante. Les frontiéres de I'analyse politique étant
celles du pouvoir, nous devons retenir aussi bien la
dimension administrative qu'économique des phénomenes,
la dimension intérieure qu'internationale.

Mémoire

Travail dirigé

2- Le doctorat
Objectifs

Le 3éme cycle vise 2 atteindre la capacité autonome de
sélection et de détermination d'un cadre d'analyse,
capacité qui permet d'en dégager les fondements, les
caractéristiques heuristiques et les propriétés de
réalisation possible, compte tenu de ses limites et des
instruments de vérification qu'il prévoit.

L'équipe de recherche sur la politique éu-aniére du Centre
qu is de relations internationales (CQRI) a entrepris
en 1989 un prc‘)lgnmme de recherche sur le comportement
international des entités étatiques non ou partiellement
souveraines (provinces, Etats ou républiques fédérés,
régions autonomes, etc.) dont l'objecfif principal est de

I:roposer un modéle théorique tdecom
‘émergence de ce phénomeéne et de ces différentes
variations, de méme que de tester empiri ent certaines

propositions émanant de ce modéle a partir d'une
gggroche combinant éléments d'analyse de la politique
ngere et stratégie comparative.

Deux s de facteurs sont identifiés afin d'expliquer la
forme et I'intensité du phénomene. Le premier référe
au processus de mondialisation qui prend deux formes : la
transnationalisation de la société civile et la
multiplication des arrangements normatifs
internationaux dans divers secteurs d'activités. Le
second type concerne l'équilibre interne des Etats
souverains au sein desquels se pose le probléme d'une
activité internationale des gouvernements régionaux : la
définition pour ces gouvernements de leur position au
sein de I'ensemble politique dont ils font partie en terme
de symétrie ou d'asymétrie. L'originalité de la démarche
tient au fait que, non seulement on propose une
opérationalisation de ces facteurs, ce qui n'a jamais été
fait dans le cadre d'un effort de recherche empirique sur
les relations internationales des entités étatiques non
souveraines, mais en J)lus qu'on propose de mesurer les
effets conjugués des deux ordres de facteurs dans divers
domaines d activités.

On s'est d'abord penché exclusivement sur le cas du
Québec. Une banque de données informatisée sur

l'activité internationale de cette province de 1960 3 1989
a €té montée a E:rtir d'indicateup}? spécia‘liez'tent congus
pour le projet, afin de mesurer chacune des variables
chacun des domaines fonctionnels de la litique
étrangére et pour chacune des cibles exrgrieures
concernées. Un ouvrage collectif présentant les résultats
de cette mesure longitudinale de la politi étrangére du
Québec devrait paraitre sous peu. En 1991, on ajoutait
les cas albertain et ontarien a I'analyse. En collaboration
avec I'Institut des relations intergouvernementales de
I'Université Queen's de Kingston (IKI), on a €2 une
cueillette de données sur le comportement international de
ces deux provinces compatible avec la mesure déja
effectuée pour le Québec de maniére a posséder les
éléments nécessaires a l'analyse comparative.
Parallélement, certains indicateurs de ce qui apparaissait
étre les facteurs expliquant les variations E'intensité et de
forme dans la politique extérieure de ces trois provinces
étaient identifiés et faisaient I'objet d'une recherche
em&i):igue.

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POLICY-MAKING CAPACITY OF MUNICIPAL
GOVERNMENT

Caroline Andrew
Université d'Ottawa

My current research project is focused on mapping out the
evolution of municipal government activity at the present
time. It stems out of an interest in the literature on
lobalization and the possible impact of globalization on
ocal politics and on the potential of the local state to
become a more significant political actor. There is
beginning to be a « becomig global, acting local »
literature, (Alger, Knight and Gappert, Murray) but this
literature tends to be fairly vague about what exactly is
meant by local and how exactly we can understand the
link between globalization and increased local
government activity. Is it because the nation state is less
effective that local government is called on to, or not

revented from acting in new areas? Or is it because
information-based multi-national companies give
increasing weight to quality of life criteria for at least
some of their decisions about localization and therefore
local governments are motivated to increase their
activities in areas that influence the quality of life ? Or,
another possibility, are local governments increasingly
pressured by citizens and local social movements who
are themselves linked into global networks and who
bring back from these networks ideas that they want
their 1 government to put into practice ?

The basic objective of the research project is therefore to
better understand the political processes that give rise to
policy initiatives by local governments. I am looking at
this question in relation to the local governments in the
Ottawa-Hull area, both at the municipal and regional
levels. The research focuses on three policy areas:
women's issues, issues of intercultural understanding and
environmental issues. These areas were chosen because
they all relate to major social changes occurring in
Canadian cities and they are all areas in which there is
much activity at the level of civil society. If municipalities
are moving to become more important political actors, it
seemed to me that these areas would be key ones to
examine,

My research strategy is to do a number of small, separate
but interrelated, projects that all fit under the overriding
theme. [ have four projects underway at the present time,
three with students and one that involves colleagues from
Carleton University. The first of the projects is to better
understand the ways in which the possible impacts of
globalization on local politics have been theorized. A
student is looking at the global/local literature to build
up a more detailed framework that analyzes the various
wgzs different authors have argued the impact of the
globalization of society on municipal politics.

A second groject deals with the area of intercultural
understanding (anti-racism, multiculturalism, cross
cultural understanding ??? — the name to be given to the
area is not yet clear). A multicultural association on the
Québec side of the region has received a grant from the
Quebec government (Ministére des communautés
culturelles) to undertake a project aimed at developing the
municipalities interest in being more active in the area of
intercultural understanding. I want to study this process
and see if, and how, this kind of explicit effort to get on
the municipal « agenda » works. A student is observing
the Cgro;ect and at the same time producing a bibliography
of Canadian municipal initiatives in this area.

Another student is looking at the environmental policies
of Ottawa, the Re%lional Municigality of Ottawa-
Carleton, Hull and the Outaouais Urban Community.
What are the innovative policies ? Where do they come
from ? What kind of policy instruments are being used ?
Why ? Are policies more or less determined by the
vincial governments or is there a significant degree of
l'gt:‘:ialm:;}.i’tiati\ﬂe':" Is local initiative growing, or being
uced?

The final project has been participant observation, with
two Carleton colleagues, of the processes by which the
Women's Action Centre Against Violence (Ottawa-
Carleton) has come into existence. This regionally funded
organization is currently being set uq after a two year
riod of community organization and lobbying. We have
een documenting the kind of community coalition
involved, the relation between participants and the
policy thrusts advocated by the organization, the
organizational strategies used, etc.

There are broad common themes to all the projects. We are
interested in understanding the role and importance of
various groups of actors ; community groups, municipal
bureaucracies, local politicians, the provincial
governments. This is central to the question of
understanding the process of initiating municipal activity
— how does this occur, who does it? We are also
interested in the impact of these activities on municipal
government. Increasing activity in these areas should
push municipalities into examining questions of internal
coordination as policies in all these areas potentially
influence municipal activities very broadly. Has activity
in these areas leg local governments into restructuring
themselves for a more integrated policy-making capacity ?

The advantages of a sabbatical year (plus good students)
is that it is possible to do the kind of very detailed
observation necessary for understanding these local

litical processes. Political Science doesn't know very
much about the way local politics is constructed — the
ways in which local social movements articulate needs,
interests and demands on the political system and the
ways in which these processes interact with the local
state — provincial sta nelationshigs. In order to get a
better sense of how this happens and what it means, it is
important to be able to go to meetings, to listen to groups
debate, to watch them interact with politicians and
bureaucrats, and to try and capture the meaninﬁ of the
interface of civil society and the state. Citizenship and
sewers — two major components in the evolution of
municipal politics in the Ottawa-Hull area.
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LES INTELLECTUELS DE LA POSTMODERNITE

Depuis plus d'une dizaine d'années déja, le theme de la
tostmodernité connait une popularité fulgurante.

‘attrait qu'il exerce ne semble pas avoir de frontiéres
disciplinaires et déborde le champ scientifique lui-méme.
Des problématiques et des travaux fort divers logent a
cette enseigne et couvrent une aire de rayonnement qui
s'étend de la théologie aux études féministes, de la
sociologie aux arts plastiques, de la science politique a
l'architecture, etc. Il suffit de consulter la nomenclature
des nouvelles rarutions pour se convaincre des usages
récurrents que l'on fait de ce vocable, peut-étre autant gar
stratégie publicitaire que pour circonscrire un véritable
champ de recherche en émergence. La dispersion des
domaines d'application du terme, le caractére éminemment
évasif de sa signification, son potentiel d'adaptation a
tout genre dinterrogation intellectuelle suscitent
I'enthousiasme des uns, mais également la bation
passionnée des autres. Non sans humour, un théoricien
américain de la postmodernité, Mike Featherstone,
ragrelle la description qu'en donne le Modern-Day
Dictionary of Received Ideas: « This word has no meaning.
Use it as often as possible »,

Comme dans toute nouveauté intellectuelle, les
antécédents d'une catégorie analytique se révélent
généralement plus importants que ne le laisse croire le
phénomeéne de mode auquel elle est parfois livrée. Dans la
mesure ou il sert & décrire un courant de pensée, le
postmodernisme ne fait pas exception a cette régle. S'il est
devenu coutumier, dans le monde francophone, d'attribuer
au Jean-Franqois Lyotard de La condition postmoderne le
coup d'envoi de ce type de réflexion, un regard

rétrospectif moins sommaire peut rappeler que le
sociologue C. “{nght Mills utﬂisa]?tegéja ]ggsressi?): ala
fin des années cinquante dans L'imagination sociologique,
qu'Arnold Toynbee l'avait employée  la fin des années
trente et que, méme avant l'usage qu'en fit cet historien
anglais des civilisations, un espagnol du nom de
Frederico de Onis trouvait ce mot bien frappé pour
qualifier les mouvements de résistance au modernisme.

Nonobstant tout discours sur l'origine dont I'intérét
scientifique se limite tout au plus qu'a destituer les
prétentions de nouveauté 2 travers lesquelles certains
concepts sont appréhendés, il n'en demeure pas moins que
I'engouement actuel pour la postmodernité tient d'une
déhcieur].e ir(micf:i a un double titre. D'abord, 1'une des
rincipales justifications des théories et des ives
gﬁtiqg:s ui s'en réclament consiste rgcei?él:f:nt a
dénoncer l'incantation de toute nouveauté dont la mode
elle-méme est sinon définie comme le véhicule, au moins
associée a une manifestation caractéristique de la
modernité. Dans la succession ininterrompue des
orthodoxies au nom desquelles les intellectuels se
disputent 'audience scientifique, il devient en effet assez
paradoxal de constater que le misonéisme en vient 3 étre
proposé comme le nec plus ultra du nouveau, moment
privilégié de son devenir. Dés lors, le probléme de la
démarcation sémantique entre la modernité et la
postmodernité reste entier, puisque la conception de l'une
se fait avec les catégories de lautre. Le simple fait de
recourir au préfixe « post » pour différencier deux
«épocgus»oudeux«formesdepensée»su quel'on
postule une certaine idée de progres dont les
postmodernistes veulent pourtant ruiner les fondements.

Le second point d'ironie que I'on peut dégager du destin
histoﬁ%ue de cette catégorie de postmodernité — dont
tout indique par ailleurs qu'elle est l'expression d'une
ambiance intellectuelle « fin-de-siécle » — repose
justement sur cette discontinuité entre ce qu'elle cherche 3
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décrire et ce qu'elle est devenue. Alors qu'elle sert a
valoriser le local, le singulier, I'incommensurable et
lirréductible, voila qu'elle est en train de s'imposer
comme universelle, non seulement dans le champ
scientifique ot la transdisciplinarité de ses usages en est
{Jrécisément le signe, mais aussi dans les domaines de
‘esthétique, de l'architecture et de la critique littéraire a
laquelle elle doit, du reste, son impulsion premiére. Le
paradoxe, c'est que la postmodernité devient ce qui
de réduire I'i uctible, de fusionner les configurations
intraduisibles des systémes de sens sous la rubrique
e d'une catégorie, elle-méme promise a déborder les
imites qu'elle prescrit.

La valeur et la portée des théories de la postmodernité ne
s'épuisent toutefois pas que par des objections d'ordre
strictement formel, ni ne peuvent étre appréciées que par
ce mouvement de mobilisation relative qu'elles ont
déclenché jusqu'ici dans le monde scientifique. Comme
pour tout courant de pensée, l'intérét d'une réflexion
dépend davantage de la qualité des questions qu'elle
permet de poser que de l'ampleur des réponses qui en
surgissent. A ce égard, différentes tentatives de
théorisation ont été entreprises — en interpellant
explicitement ou non une certaine postmodernité — dans
le but de revoir les modes d'appréhension du rapport
classique savoir/pouvoir (Foucault), de repenser les
stulats traditionnels de la psychologie (Deleuze et
uatari, Kroker et Cook), de réinvestir le marxisme avec
une nouvelle interprétation de la modernité (Jameson et
Eagleton), ou enfin, de convoquer autour de l'idée de
« déconstruction » une option de remplacement a la
maniére habituelle d'interroger les discours. Tous ces
modes de questionnement ont en commun de chercher a
conférer une préséance au genre littéraire, c'est-a-dire a
considérer les systémes de signes comme ['ultime
détermination de toutes les représentations de la réalité.

La contribution majeure des productions intellectuelles
proposées a travers le theme de la postmodernité ne se
situe toutefois pas principalement dans la_dimension
théorique des analyses qui en émer%gnt. Elle repose
davantage sur l'aspect interrogatif des fondements de la
modernité. C'est précisément en tant que la notion aide &
étayer, voire a instrumenter une réévaluation de
I'héritage des Lumiéres et de toutes les conséquences qui
s'ensuivent — émancipation sociale, s lation sur
I'absolu, etc. — que l'idée de gostmodermté s'avere plus
utile pour la critique qu'elle n'est un refuge pour définir
I'esprit du temps présent. Avec Featherstone et bien
d'autres auteurs, il convient certainement de constater

ce caractére « négatif », qui passe effectivement la
recherche d'une « redemption minimaliste » (Brian S.
Turner) dans la sphére scientifique autant que sur la
scéne politique, I'emporte décisivement sur la formulation
« positive » de grandes solutions aux problémes de
I'heure. On aura deviné, bien siir, que le courant

tmoderniste met & l'avant scéne la promotion d'une
« conscience heureuse » hic et nunc contre le drame de
l'aliénation moderne, des inclinaisons idéologiques et des
eschatologiques a caractére messianique. En conséquence,
il peut étre vu comme un plaidoyer constant contre toute
interpellation d'une rectitude perdue sur la route de
I'histoire et dont les XIXe et XXe siecles furent des
moments forts de reconquéte. Nouvelle sagesse ou
transfiguration des illusions collectives ? S'il y a 1a
assurément une fagon parmi d'autres de relever le défi du
doute radical en science, légion sont cependant ceux qui,
du « désenchantement » annoncé par Max Weber pour
décrire l'aboutissement du proces de rationalisation
moderne, concluent au « désabusement » (Raulet) des

tmodernistes, voire & la résurgence a travers eux d'une
rhétorique de « décadence » (Negrin).

Si les postmodernistes fournissent, en fin de compte, des
outils intéressants pour formuler une critique de la

modernité, la compréhension que I'on peut acquérir, par
leurs discours, de la dynamique intellectuelle qu'ils créent
n'est certes pas non plus un aspect négligeable. Bien que
fort diversifiées au demeurant, les analyses qu'ils
roposent peuvent étre appréhendées comme un
aboratoire d'observation soit de 1'émergence d'un
nouveau champ intellectuel, soit de la destitution et de la
recomposition des hiérarchiis symboliques existantes
dans l'univers scientifique. A cet égard, le projet de
recherche entamé dans cette optique i}_g a maintenant
deux ans tente de questionner le postmodernisme plutot
que d'en faire un nouvel étendard et de l'investir, en
conséquence, de certitudes paradigmatiques qu'un tel
courant de pensée sert pourtant a défaire. Or, mal
I'anti-fondamentalisme tous azimuts que revendiquent
théoriciens de la postmodernité, ces équilibristes qui
cherchent & évoluer sans aucun filet de sécurité, il n'est
Fas évident qu'une telle prétention soit elle-méme sans
‘ondement, fut-il celui de conférer au scepticisme un
certain potentiel de normativité. Car, elle évoque souvent
une vision de remplacement implicite, une « prescription
douce » sur ce que doivent étre les phénomenes qui y sont
décrits. Ainsi, la déstabilisation des catégories
traditionnelles, la dissolution des consensus sociaux,
remise en cause de la fonction symbolique de l'intellectuel,
la disqualification généralisée de toute rationalisation
sociale, bref toutes ces démarches critiques permettent
d'anticiper dans une certaine mesure, faiblement certes
bien que significativement, ce que pourrait étre, par
exemple, I'ordre social: un «archipel » ou des sens
multiples coexistent dans l'opacité d'une communication
imgossible et surtout pas un «continent » avec son
aliénante homogénéité. L'identification de ces
prescriptions sous-[iacentes non seulement permet de
mettre en évidence le jeu de substitution catégorielle qui
s'y effectue, mais aussi de montrer que le postmodernisme
n'est pas un courant de pensée exclusivement nihiliste.

PROFILS DE SCIENCE POLITIQUE /PROFILES

Kathy L. Brock
Department of Political Studies
e University of Manitoba

Professor KathK Brock joined the Political Studies
department at the University of Manitoba in 1988 as a
lecturer. Upon completion of her doctorate at the
University of Toronto in 1989, she became an Assistant
Professor in our department. Her area of specialization is
Canadian Politics and Government.

The constitution is a focal point of Professor Brock's
work. From 1989-1990, she served as Research Director
for the Manitoba Task Force on Meech Lake and
authored the 1989 all-party Task Force report. Since then
she has published a monograph on Manitoba's experience
with the Meech Lake Accord. She has published an
article in Canada : The State of the Federation 1991
reviewing the national constitutional process. She has
been an invited participant in numerous conferences on
the constitution. Recently, she received a SSHRCC grant
for a three year study of interest group activity in the
constitutional hearings process emphasizing themes of
accountability and representativeness.

Aboriginal self-government is an area of particular
interest in her work. Professor Brock's doctoral
dissertation was entitled « The Theory and Practice of
Aboriginal Self-Government : Canada in a Comparative
Context ». Written at the University of Toronto under the
direction of Professors Wiseman, Russell and Dupre, the
thesis examined the development of self-government in
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Canada compared with Australia and the United States
to assess the extent to which self-government is
compatible with the institutions, principles and practices
of the Canadian polity. She has published articles on this
theme, is revising the thesis for publication, and workin
on two studies of aboriginal leadership an
accountability. She has advised governments and groups
on this issue and been an invited participant at a number
of co on self-government.

The effects of the Canadian Charter of Rights and
Freedoms on the Canadian political system and political
culture is of special interest to Professor Brock. She
wrote an article assessing the Charter's impact on the
electoral system for the Royal Commission on Electoral
Reform and Party Financing. She recently completed an
article examining the political implications of judicial
decisions on the exclusion of evidence in search and
seiﬁure cases, and is currently working on equality
rights.

Professor Brock has published book reviews on the
. constitution, Aboriginal issues, and the economic
conseauences of Quebec's possible separation in the
Canadian Journal of Political Science, Canadian Public
Administration, and Canadian Public Policy.
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Alfred Chan
Department of Political Science
Huron College

Dr Alfred Chan is an Assistant Professor at Huron
College and Coordinator of its Modern Eastern
Civilizations programme, specializing in Comparative
Asian Politics. He was born in Hong Kong and began his
university education in Canada. After uate studies at
the universities of Toronto and London (SOAS), he was

awarded a Ph.D by the University of Toronto in 1988.

Since graduation, Dr Chan has taught at the universities
of McGill, Carleton, and Brock. During the 1991-92
academic year he also served as Associate Di r of the

Centre for Canada and Asian Pacific Studies at Brock.
His primary field of research is Chinese Politics, with
particular emphasis on policy-making, provincial
politics, and bureaucratic politics. An article on
provincial policy-making during the Great Lea&liorward
recently appeared in the March 1992 issue of China
Quarterly. Current research interests include political
culture and state-society relations in China.

Victor Fic
Department of Politics
rock University

Alumni of Brock University's Politics Department will
note with the absence of Victor Fic from the faculty
roster for 1993-94. A native of Czechoslovakia, Victor
came to Brock in 1971 following a stint as head of the
department of Political Science at Nanyang University in
Singapore. Although Victor reached our retirement age a
few years ago, he has continued as one of our most active
colleagues. Until very recently he was the very popular
instructor of the introductory class in politics and of
courses treating Soviet, East European, Indian and
Chinese politics. Until this year he has also served as the
Director of Brock's Canada and Asia Pacific Centre
which he established at Brock in 1991. In fact, Victor has
been as busy as ever in the past two years because the
Centre's Associate Director, Charles Burton has been on
loan to the Canadian embassy in Bei}ing as First
Secretary for Cultural and Scientific Affairs. Under
Victor's direction the Centre has hosted major

international conferences of western scholars concerned
with this part of the world, has promoted the study of the
politics, culture and languages of the Pacific rim nations
at Brock, has provided research facilities for Asian
scholars in Canada, and has developed scholarly and
other exchanges with Thailand, Japan, Korea, and China.
Some members of the department still recall a
departmental retreat of several years ago at which Victor
spoke vehemently of the future importance of the Pacific
for Brock. Through Victor's efforts what then seemed a
pipe dream to some has become a reality for Brock's
politics department and for the university a a whole.

For Victor himself as a native of Prague and student of
totalitarian and authoritarian regimes, a great and
exciting development in the past few years has been the
collapse of these regimes. This has meéant the chance for
Victor to return is homeland and even to lecture at
Charles University where he obtained his own education
as an und duate. This great political change has also
led him to introduce a new graduate seminar on
« Political System Transformation » in place of his course
on « Problem of Communism ». Has Victor been surprised
by these developments ? No, they only confirm claims he
had long advanced as a scholar and teacher. Still he must
occasionally struggle to repress a triumphant smile at the
vindication those claims have received.

Theresa Lee

Dr. Theresa Man Ling Lee has been a member in the
Department of Political Studies at the University of
Guelph since September 1991. Prior to her appointment
here as assistant professor, she was a lecturer in the
Department of Political Science at McGill University for
a year.

Born and raised in Hong Kong, Dr. Lee moved with her
family to Toronto in 1980. She started undergraduate
education at the University of Toronto, specializing in
political science with a minor in philosoplz; ile
enrolled as an undergraduate in St. Michael's College at
the university, Dr. Lee had won several awards,
including prizes in political science, Chinese studies and
philosophy.

Other works in E:opress include and article
titled « The Concept of Local Selt-Government in the Late
Qing Period : A Bridge Between Neo-Confucianism and
Modern Liberalism. » Another article, « The Politics of
Specialization : The Weberian Social Scientist versus the

oucauldian Genealogist » is currentlg under review by
Political Theory. DrTee has also published in the area
of communist ideology in China.

Here at Guelph, Dr. Lee teaches in the areas of political
theory and Chinese politics. While taking on

THE BENEFITS OF PARTICIPATION IN IPSA
RESEARCH COMMITTEES AND STUDY
GROUPS : NOTES FROM PERSONAL
EXPERIENCE

Most Canadian political scientists are vaguely aware of
the existence of the approximately 34 Research
Committees and 12 Study Groups of the International
Political Science Association (IPSA). They consist of
networks of scholars drawn from across the globe who
meet on a more or less regular basis to explore such
varied topics and themes in all major subfields of
Bolitical science as Political Philosophy, Marxist
olitical Thought, Public Policy Analysis, Political
Parties, Political Elites, The Emerging International
Economic Order, Comparative Federalism, and Political
Development. They engage in such diversified activities
as holding re%ular conferences and workshops,
publishing newsletters, books, monographs and journals,
circulating bibliographies, promoting new research, and
sponsoring and o anizin% panels at the triennial [PSA
world congresses. [n recent years an impressive number
of Canadians have been active in these groups, playin
leadership roles in their founding, subsequen
organization, and dissemination of research.

What perhaps is less well known are the rules for
organizing, joining and oparatinﬁ such groups on a
continuous basis, their history and internal dynamics,
and the unictle intellectual benefits they can bring to
Canadian political scientists. I have been invited in this
brief essay to discuss some of these factors by drawing on
my personal experience in one Research Committee/Study
Group which I'helped to organize over a decade ago: the
Research Committee on the Study of the Development of
Political Science as a Discipline (formerly the Study
gmr_'oup)on the Comparative Sociology of Political
ence).

Im‘gerus for founding this Study Group came initially from
informal discussions among a handful of political
scientists attending the 1979 triennial World Con in
Moscow. More specifically, it was provoked by the wide
ideological gulf and confrontations between political
scientists from western and Communist bloc countries at
that Congress. The climate of the Congress generally
reflected the atmosphere of the Cold War, as it was
experienced toward the end of the Brezhnev Era. Most
political scientists who re%&sented Soviet Bloc countries
in central and eastern Europe articulated a highl
ideological Marxist perspective on the discipline, whic
was viewed as alien and antipathetic to the liberal
outlook and professional norms of most western and
third world political scientists attending the Congress.
However, a handful of relatively non-ideological
litical scientists from Communist-ruled countries like
oland, Romania and Yugoslavia were attempting to
reach out to and dialogue with western and third world
political scientists about the nature and state of the
discipline, and what unites and divides us as political
scientists.

It was essentially these issues that were at the core of a
lively discussion at one panel session of this Congress on
the divergent patterns of conceptual and institutional
development of political science in different countries.

Following the session, an informal meeting was
gontaneously arranged arm:mg{li.k Eolitical scientists from

nada, Romania, Brazil, and nd. We discussed the
possibility of establishing a more permanent
organizational structure under the aegis of IPSA to
investigate these and other issues concerning the
development and state of the discipline in countries of
varying id;ological, historical, political and economic
bac s.

Under the rules of [PSA, a minimum membership of 15

litical scientists from at least 7 different countries and

continents is needed for a group to gain recognition as a
formal Study Group. In addition, we were required to
present a cﬁetail programme of future goals and
activities. With the h:l(r of scholars who had conducted
research and published on this subg:’ t (the comparative
development of the discipline in di t countries), and
with the assistance of then Secretary-General of IPSA,
John Trent, we soon met these two major criteria. We
achieved official recognition as a Study Group on the
Comparative Sociology of Political Science by the IPSA
Executive Committee shortly before the next biennial
World Congress, held in Rio de Janeiro, Brazil in 1982.
The first formal panel and business meeting of our Study
Group was held at that Congress.

Between 1982 and 1988 the Study Group organized two
more panels at triennial World Con ses, one at Paris
(1985)Paand one at Washington (1988), and helped
sponsor an inter-congress meeting. It elected a Chair,

retary-Treasurer, and Board of 7 members drawn
from many different countries and continents. It initiated
a Newsletter and expanded its membership to about 65.

Under the rules of IPSA, after 6 years, Study Groups are
reviewed by the Executive Committee. Provided they fulfil
basic requirements of organization, membership and
research activity, they are normally transformed into
Research Committees. The latter have somewhat broader
membership requirements, research agendas, and panel
responsibilities at triennial world congresses. In 1988
our Study Group applied successfully for Research
Committee status under the revised name Research
Committee on The Study of Political Science as a
Discipline. At the same time it merged with the
independently established International Committee for
the Study of the Development of Political Science
(ICSDPS), chaired by David Easton, which became a
Egn'nanent, autonomous sub-committee of our Research
mmil

The ICSDPS was initially founded at an [PSA-sponsored
symposium on « The Development and
Institutionalization of Political Science: Centre-

i Relations and other Crucial Concepts », held in
Helsinki, Finland (1985). It subsequently organized two
conferences, one in Cortona, Italy (1987) on « Politics
and the Comparative Development of Political Science »
and one in Barcelona, Spain (1990) on « Democracy and
the Development of Political Science ». It has also
assisted in the organization of a Research Committee
workshop in Paris, France (1990) on « Methodological
Approaches to the Study of Political Science as a
Discipline ».

The Research Committee and its sub-committee are
strongly committed to publication of their conference
roceedings, wherever feasible. Several of the papers
om the Helsinki Conference were published in the
January, 1988 issue of the International Political Science
Review, and another selection from this conference was
ublished in Political Science Between Past and Future
1988), edited by Dag Anckar and Erkki Berndtson. Most
of the papers from the Cortona Conference were
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Eublished in The Development of Political Science: A

onépnmtiw Survey (1991), edited by David Easton, John
G. Gunnell and Luigi Graziano. A selection of 16 papers
from the Barcelona and Paris conferences is currently
under contract for publication in the near future under
the title Regime and Discipline: Democracy and the
Development of Political Science, to be edited by David
Easton, John G. Gunnell and Michael B. Stein.

Since 1988, the Research Committee has continued to
Er;)w in membership, and now numbers over 80, mostly
m outside North America. Its officers are currently in
the early staﬁ;zvc: planning a conference for 1994 on
« Conceptual lopment in Political Science ». We are
initiatinlg lans to convene two panels at the next
triennial World Congress, to be held in Berlin in the
summer of 1994. We are also discussing;};e possibili?r of
establishin§ regional committees in ditferent areas of the
globe, to help promote the development of the discipline in
countries in which it is currently weak or nonexistent.

These developments in our Research Committee are by no
means unique or unusual within the context of IPSA.
Several other Research Committees and Study Groups
have established similar or even more ambitious
programmes, involving t meetings and conferences,
numerous publications, regular newsletters, and even
?ecialized journals in their subfield. What is perhaps

istinctive about the Research Committee on the
Development of Political Science as a Discipline is its
more broadly based international membership, with a
substantial majority drawn from outside North America.

In most other leading political science associations such
as the American Political Science Association (APSA) or
the International Studies Association (ISA), and even in a
few IPSA Research Committees and Study Groups, the
American members constitute the most active and
numerous group, and therefore exert a dominant
intellectual influence. But in most IPSA Research
Committees and Study Groups, American political
scientists tend to be outnumbered by European and third
world members. As a result broader and more diversified
intellectual perspectives are often reflected in conference
discussions, and the shortcomings of excessive American
ethnocentrism are more likely to be avoided. Canadian
political scientists have sometimes had to struggle to
maintain a separate professional and disciplinary
orientation and identity from their American
counterparts. The IPSA Research Committee and Study
Group format provides them with a rare opportunity to
be exposed directly to a variety of foreign perspectives,
such as neo-Marxism or post-modernism. This is perha

}ll;g Anost valuable asset arising from participation in the

Two brief examples from personal experience should
suffice to illustrate the point. At a recent conference
sponsored b{ our anent subcommittee in Barcelona
in 1990 dealing with the topic : « Democracy and the
Development of Political Science », there” were 19
articipants drawn from 15 countries on 5 continents.
y 4 of those attending were Americans. Atone point
in the discussionseap?ergivers from Hungary and Russia,
recently liberat om the yoke of state-sponsored
ideological Marxism, enthusiastically endorsed and
called for the expansion in their countries of a type of
olitical science inquiry modelled on American
haviouralism. Most of the other political scientists
attending, including a handful of Canadians, reminded
these enthusiasts of the rather short-lived preeminence of
the behavioural school, and of its widely recognized
theoretical and methodological shortcomings.

At the same meeting, an American political theorist
presented a paper in which he strongly criticized the

narrowness and ethnocentrism of what he called
« American » approaches to and theoretical writings on
empirical democratic theory. He had assumed that the
up which was assembled at the conference shared
these democratic orientations. He was quickly taken to
task by the other conference garticnpants for his
misperceptions, perhaps also based on his own
ethnocentric assumptions.
These ex?eﬁences are surely not unique to the Research
Committee on the Study of Political Science as a
Discipline. In many of the other Research Committees and
Study Groups of IPSA, discussion of concepts and
structures which are transnational or global in
definition and application can benefit from perspectives
and experiences which are different from those shared by
the majority of mainstream political science specialists in
North America. Gabriel Almond has noted in the
Introduction of his recent book, The Divided Discipline
(1990) that political science is now highly fragmented
and made up of many different « schools » and « sects »,
all dining at separate tables and not really conversing
with others. However, IPSA provides a unique
international forum which may encourage a constructive
dialogue among these different « schools » and « sects »,
since it tries to bring everyone together at a common
global table. Canadians in  general have always taken
pride in their country’'s international orientation and
ideologically moderate « middle power » status.
Similarly, Canadian political scientists might be able to
play a « bridging » role among the various schools and
sects in the international discipline. In attempting this,
they would be well advised to investigate the range of
Research Committees and Study Groups in IPSA, since
they frequently expose their members to wider and more
varied international perspectives and discourse.

SHOULD CPSA LEAVE THE SOCIAL SCIENCE
FEDERATION ?

At its June meeting the Board of Directors decided to
review the CPSA's relationship with the Social Science
Federation of Canada. Our Committee was set up with a
mandate to recommend whether or not the CPSA should
leave the SSFC. If the Committee recommends continuing
CPSA membership in the Federation, it is asked to
consider what steps, if any, the CPSA should recommend
to SSFC for improving its service to members.

The SSFC performs four functions :

1. It provides a network through which member
associations can address common concerns.

2. It represents the social sciences associations in their
relations with the federal government.
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3. With the Canadian Federation of the Humanities it
manages the Aid to Scholarly Publications Programme.

4. With the CFH and the Royal Society it co-ordinates
tslgaaorganizaﬁon of the annual meetings of the Learned
ieties.

It is as the mouthpiece of the social sciences that the SSFC

receives criticism from members of the CPSA. At recent

meetings of the Board of Directors some board members

]1:::: suggested that the CPSA pull out of the Federation
use

1. The Federation does not adequately consult with
member associations before adopting positions on

public policy.

2. The Federation does not ad tely address issues of
concern to political scientists. For example, the
Federation is criticized for failing to vigorously lobby
ﬁe government to implement Part II of the Copyright

ct.

3. The Federation engages in excessive and
counterproductive distribution of documentation.

4. The costs of membership (approximately $6,000
annually) are too high.

5. The Aid to Scholarly Publications Programme takes
too long to review manuscri{)ts and does not
adequately monitor the quality of the reviews.

These critics feel that the CPSA could more effectively

t the interest of Canadian political scientists to
the federal government if the Association acted
independently.

Those who wish the CPSA to remain a member of the
Federation point out that :

1. When social scientists lobby federal politicians, it
makes most sense to do it collectively.

2. Similarly, as a member of SSFC, CPSA carries more
weight ‘with SSHRCC than it would as a single
intervenor whose interests could be played off against
those of other academic groups.

3. SSFC provides access to important networks — such
as the Women's Network — that have effectively
drawn attention to major issues and have pooled
resources to deal with them.

4. Membership gives the Association a voice in the
organization of the Learneds.

5. Association membership also assures individual
CPSA members access to SSFC conferences and
seminars.

For these reasons, those who support CPSA's continued
membership in the SSFC that our Committee should
direct its attention to advising the Federation on how it
might improve its lobbying activities and its
consultations with member associations.

Our Committee wants to hear your views on this issue.
Should the CPSA leave the Federation ? If it should,
which of the functions that the SSFC now performs
should be carried out by the Association and how might
they be accomplished most efficiently ? If you feel that the
CPSA should stay in the Federation, do you have any
advice for the Federation on how it might carry out its

consultative and representation functions more
effectively ?

If you wish to comment on the issue, please write to us at
the CPSA office by January 15, or speak to us
individually. It is our intention to develop a rt on the
matter which will I::?gublished in the Spring issue of the
Bulletin and discussed at the Annual Meeting next June.

EDWARD R. APPATHURAI
1926-1991

Né dans une famille tamoul le 2 aofit 1926 A Jaffna a
Ceylan (aujourd'hui le Sri Lanka), Edward Appathurai
avait fait ses études de premier cycle & 1'Université du
Ceylan & Colombo. Un de ses professeurs, Sir Ivor
Jennings, recteur de I'Université et éminent politicologue
britannique, avait remarqué le brillant jeune étudiant ; il
I'encouragea a entrer dans la carriére diplomatique du
nouvel Etat qui venait de mettre derriére lui son passé
colonial. Major de la promotion du premier concours, il
entrait dans fg service diplomatique en mai 1951. Nommé
a Karachi, a la Nouvelle-Delhi, au Caire, 3 Vienne et &
Moscou, il se forgeait une carriére qui eut été brillante si
la situation dans son pays natal n'avait pas commencé a
se détériorer jveu de temps aprés l'indépendance. Il avait
compris le danger que les relations entre les deux
communautés principales du Ceylan, les Sinhalais et les
Tamouls, risquaient de se détériorer et que ces derniers,
démographiquement minoritaires, pouvaient devenir les
victimes de la lutte qui s'annongait. C'est & Moscou qu'il
prit la décision d'émigrer au Canada. Il arriva en
septembre 1963, s'établit 2 Toronto et grace a l'aide de
glusieurs bourses d'études put s'inscrire au p; mme

‘études supérieures de science politique et de relations
internationales a I'Université de Toronto. C'est 1a qu'il
rencontra sa future épouse et compagne, Carol.

Sa thése de doctorat porta sur le réle des missions
permanentes aux Nations Unies. Des recherches
supplémemahes lui irent, grace a des subventions et
a l'appui financier de la Dotation Carnegie, de publier
sur ce sujet, mais en traduction frangaise, le troisiéme
volume de la collection Les missions permanentes aupreés
des organisations internationales (Bruxelles, Bruylant,
1976), ouvrage qui fut fort bien requ par la communauté
scientifique et diplomatique. Ses recherches lui valurent
d'ailleurs le privilege d'étre membre de la mission
diplomatique canadienne aux Nations Unies a titre
d'observateur pendant deux sessions particuliéres.

En 1967, la thése de doctorat presque terminée,
Appathurai obtint un poste au Département de science
politique du Collége Glendon, débutant ainsi une carriére
universitaire qui se distingua surtout par sa passion de
I'enseignement de la politique internationale.

Son exE)érience diplomatique, ses lectures avides, et
surtout l'intérét qu'il portait aux problémes
internationaux faisaient de lui une inspiration pour tout
étudiant qui s'intéressait aux problémes de paix et de
guerre, a la politique étrangére et aux organisations
internationales. Chaque année, bien avant la rentrée, son
cours « International Relations » était dé@a complet ; et la
liste d'attente n'était pas courte non plus. Plus d'un
étudiant a été inspiré par ses conférences et sans doute
tous les anciens de Glendon (et le nombre n'est pas
néglligeable) qui font aujourd’'hui partie du corps
diplomatique canadien lui doivent leur enthousiasme
pour une telle carriére.

Appathurai avait aussi accepté cette charge sans
récompense qu'est la direction du Département de science
litique, surtout & une époque ol le radicalisme
idéologique était encore a la mode. Administrateur
efficace et perspicace de 1971 a 1975, il savait qu'une
université est aussi une institution et un lieu ou toute idée
a droit de cité.

Generally speaking,
the knowledge and experience of the social sciences in the
areas of social policy and research are poorly
understood. We must constantly defend our approaches,
convince others of the relevancy of our research topics
and demand our fair share of public funding.

In concrete terms, most of these activities call for different
t of involvement. At the outset of my mandate as

resident of the Federation, my priorities are to be
involved in the external environment and internal
relations in the following manner.

Our external relations largely consist in lobbying
various federal departments and agencies. Using an
overall strategy tested over several years of work in this
regard, we shall continue to target issues concerning the
social sciences as a whole and for which the Federation
should play a leadership role. We are focusing in
particular on matters relating to research funding, the
dissemination of research results and the place of the
social sciences in scientific projects. More specifically,
we are closely following the work of commissions of
enquiry (for instance, the Royal Commission on the New
Reproductive Technologies), and shall continue to
monitor very closely the new operational framework of
the Social Sciences and Humanities Research Council.
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The science lobby to which we belong' was recently
discussed in an article in the Science Bulletin (September
1992). Based on the testimony of %ll.lsblic servants,

liticians and major lobbying firms, this journal notes
hat representatives of the « hard » scientific sectors have
difficulty getting their message across, while those of the
social sciences are much more effective presenting a
common front which, through the Federation, has not gone
unnoticed on Parliament Hill. On this encouraging note,
we shall of course continue to try to improve the
effectiveness of our efforts to raise the awareness of and
influence government authorities.

The Federation plans to establish dynamic and effective
relations with its members. Internally, our priority will
be to strengthen the involvement of our memges through
increased participation by those who so wish and
through adjustments to improve bilateral and multilateral
communications (between members and the Federation,
and among the members themselves). The Women's Issues
Network, made up of one re tative of each of our 24
associations, is a very useful instrument in this regard. It
will continue to play a major role in the selection and
evaluation of research topics.

Lastly, we shall develop, with the support and
cooperation of our members, certain services that are
common to all the social sciences. For instance, the
Federal Government Funding Sources guide is addressed
to students and researchers. Through its annual updates,
it will provide an insight into fluctuations in federal
research funding programs. As an improvement to our
services to mem , we also J:lan, with the collaboration
of the associations, to widen the dissemination of
information about program activities and scientific
meetings. For instance, an evaluation is currently being
condu to find ways of making improvements to the
Learned Societies Annual Conference.

As we work to develop social science research and bring
about the imgrovements that our society is entitled to
expect, I ask for the cooperation and support of each and
every one of you.

Dans cette perspective, I'ensemble des activités de la
Fédération débouche soit sur une intervention externe
aupres de diverses instances reliées au développement des

connaissances, soit sur une intervention interne, auprés
des membres. Tour a tour, il s'agit d'animer par des
échanges d'information, de mobiliser pour la défense des
intéréts de la recherche en sciences sociales, et méme
d'influencer lorsque des débats nous concernent
directement.

De faqondgénérale, les acquis des sciences sociales dans la
sphére des politiques et des pr&jets de recherche a
incidence sociale sont bien minces. A tout moment, il faut
faire valoir nos :;Kroches, convaincre de la pertinence
de nos sujets de recherche et revendiquer notre juste part
du financement public.

La plupart de ces activités se traduisent concrétement par
plusieurs d'intervention. En ce début de mandat
comme présidente de la Fédération, je considére que les
interventions prioritaires se situent au niveau des
rapports avec I'environnement externe et au niveau des
rapports internes de la fagon suivante.

Nos rapports externes prennent, en grande partie, la
forme du lobbying auprés des dif ts ministéres
fédéraux.

E;?l. Plus isément, nous suivons de trés le dossier

« The Disintegration of the CIS must be stopped! »

Confrontations are pratically inevitable if the
Commonwealth of Independent States (CIS) collapses ;
European security and the balance of forces in the
Asia/Pacific may be jeopardised ; Islamic fundamentalism
may become a geopolitical challenge to the North. Thus
the need to stop the disintegration of the CIS. These are
some ot the conclusions drawn by Alexander Likhotal of
the Gorbatchev Foundation, Moscow, in his article in the
first issue of Security Dialogue, which was published this
month in London.

Security Dialogue is published bgthe International Peace

Acclaimed biography of Truman wins $50 000 prize

The winner of the 1992 Lionel Gelber Prize was
announced at the kickoff of the International Festival of
Authors in_Toronto. David McCullough's full-scale-
biograph]\:, Truman, published by Simon and Schuster,
has won him the $50 000 Prize, which is given annually
for the best book published in English on the subject of
international relations.

In choosing the winner, the jury cited the book as « a
scholarly, well written, highly readable, indeed
fascinating biography of a man who had a t impact
on world affairs in a crucial time...[His achievements are|
covered magnificiently in what one of the jurors
described as a " blockbuster book " ».

The book, ten years in the rnaking, has been called
« captivating... the principal achievement of this
biography — the most thorough account of Truman'’s life

et to appear — is its honest and revealing portrait of the

ordinary " man who became an extraordinary political
figure », (New York Times Book Review), « biography as
good as it gets », (People) and « After Truman's death,
reporter Mary McGrory wrote that he had " proved that
the ordinary’ American is capable of grandeur. " Here,
after 10 years of meticulous scholarship, is a book to
match that triumph. » (Washington Book V&rfd)
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David McCullough is known to television audiences as
the host of The Civil War, The American E.r?em ce, and
LBJ, and is the author of five other books of history and
biogreph{; He has won the New York Public Library's
Litera ion Award, the Cornelius Ryan Award and
two National Book Awards. Truman, for which
McCullough was awarded a Guggenheim Fellowhip, has
ilso l'I‘:'ie-ern nominated fot this year's National Book
ward.

In accepting the award, McCullough remarked on the
importance of Harry Truman as a man, and a historic
figure. « Candidates claimingnth are Truman reminds us
of how important we still del?:is kind of courage and
mNiE'lltg are in ﬁolitical ldershiﬁ. » He went on to
tha e committee, and to note « how proud, tﬁl'al;efui,
and honoured [ am, particularly when I look at the other
books on the short list. »

The Lionel Gelber Prize, established in 1989 by the late
Lionel Gelber, was presented by the writer's brother
Arthur Gelber and Dr. James Gibson, chairman ot the
Prize Committee.

Huit nouveaux projets viennent d'étre lancés dans le
cadre d'un programme spécial de recherche sur l'auto-
nomie gouvernementale et le dévelo ent économique
des collectivités autochtones du Canada.

Les huit études ont requ des fonds totalisant 622 5608,
accordés par le Conseil de recherches en sciences
humaines (CRSH) en collaboration avec le Ministére des
Affaires indiennes et du Nord canadien (MAINC). Elles
seront réalisées par des chercheurs indépendants et des
groupes de recherche multidisciplinaire de huit
universités canadiennes. Des autochtones participeront a
toutes les étapes de la recherche.

11 s'agit du second pe de subventions accordées dans
le cadre de l'initiative conjointe relative aux affaires
autochtones que garrainent le CRSH et le MAINC. Les
huit projets ont été choisis parmi 24 propositions de
recherche soumises I'hiver dernier a I'examen d'un groupe
d'experts en études autochtones.

L'initiative conjointe a été établie afin de contribuer a la
constitution d'une masse critique de travaux de recherche
et de chercheurs, en particulier de chercheurs
autochtones, dans les domaines de la gestion publique et
du développement économique des collectivités
autochtones. Elle vise en outre a contribuer a
I'élaboration de programmes et de politiques efficaces
dans ces domaines et & améliorer la collaboration entre
les autochtones, le milieu de la recherche, les décideurs
politiques et autres parties concernées des premiéres
nations du Canada.

$662,000 Awarded for Research on Aboriginal Self-
Government

Eight new fprojects have been launched under a special
program for research on self-government and the
economic development of Canada's Aboriginal
communities.

The eight studies have been awarded a total of $662,560
by the Social Sciences and Humanities Research Council
in partnership with the Department of Indian Affairs and
Northern Development. Individual researchers and

multidisciplinary research teams at eight Canadian
universities will conduct the various studies. Aboriginal
persons will be involved in all phases of the research.

This is now the second 5rou*; of awards granted under
the Aboriginal Affairs Joint Initiative sponsored by the
two federal agencies. are the winning selections
from 24 research proposals reviewed last winter by a
panel of experts in native studies.

The Joint Initiative was established to help develop a
critical mass of research and researchers, particularly
Aboriginal researchers, in the areas of Aboriginal

governance and economic development. Its is also
to contribute to the develo t of effective sand
licies in those areas and to enhance cooperation among

he Aboriginal community, the research community,
government policy-makers and other interested parties
addressing the concerns of Canada's First Nations.

A total of $403,444 was awarded to 10 other major
reasearch projects in the first competition under this
program held in Fall 1990. A third grant competition is
planned for next october.

Mme Paule Leduc, présidente du Conseil de recherches en
sciences humaines du Canada (CRSH) a annoncé en juin
dernier que les universités de Toronto, Victoria et Laval
accueilleraient les Sessions internationales d'été. Un
total de 130 000$ ont été consacrés a la tenue des trois
sessions, les premiéres & avoir lieu dans le cadre du
ilote que le CRSH a mis sur pied en novembre

991 afin de promouvoir le rayonnement international
des chercheurs canadiens. Les propositions des trois
universités ont été choisies parmi les 26 projets qui ont
été évalués par un comité de sélection plus tot cette année.

En annongant la sélection des trois universités, madame
Leduc a souligné.que plusieurs des questions qui

pent les chercheurs en sciences humaines ne sont
pas exclusives au Canada. « Considérant les changements
rapides et complexes ayant cours dans le monde », a--t-
elle dit, « il est d'importance capitale pour les chercheurs
canadiens de tisser des liens solides sur le plan
international et de pouvoir collaborer avec des
chercheurs étrangers pour demeurer au fait des plus
récentes découvertes et réflexions dans le domaine.

SSHRCC Sponsors Three Summer Institutes for
International Research

« North American Economic and Political In tion »,
« Environmental ation, Population Displacement
and Global Security », and « Hospital Ethics Committes :

and Problems », are the themes of three special
research institutes held this summer at three of Canada's
largest universities.

Dr. Paule Leduc, President of the Social Sciences and
Humanities Research Council of Canada (SSHRCC)
announced last summer that Toronto, Victoria and Laval
Universities had each been selected to host an
International Summer Institute. A total of $130,000 has
been awarded to convene the three institutes — the first
to be held under a SSHRCC pilot program introduced last
November to support international outreach of Canadian
researchers. The submission from the three universities
were chosen from among a total of 26 proposals reviewed
by a selection committee earlier this year.

The basic purpose of the pilot program is to provide a
multidisciplinary forum for scholars from Canada and
around the world to meet and discuss research matters,
including new co 1 approaches and methodologies,
focusing on a specitic theme in the social sciences and
humanities. In addition to the sessions for researchers,
the working schedules of each institute include sessions
intended to involve the public and the media.

In announcing the three awards, Dr. Leduc pointed out
that many of the issues researchers in the social sciences
and humanities are trying to tackle are not unique to
Canada. « Given the rapid and complex changes going on
around the world », she said, « it is terribly importalll.:%for
Canadian researchers to develop strong international
contacts and to be able to collaborate with colleagues
from other countries to keep up to date with the latest
discoveries and thinking in their fields. We expect the

ilot Summer Institute m to give us some important
eedback on how we can help them do so more
effectively. »
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As well as identifying future priorities for international
collaborative research and potential research projects in
the three theme areas, Dr. Leduc noted that the Summer
Institutes will also contribute to the training of students
and young researchers.

Co-operative Security Competition and Scholarship
Programs Established

The Secretary of State for External Affairs, the
Honourable Barbara McDougall, announced last summer
the establishment of the Co-operative Security Program,
with an annual budget of $2.1 million. The program will
provide financial assistance for projects that advance
understanding, knowledge and public discussion of co-
operative security issues. Mrs. McDougall also
announced the establishment of a Co-operative Security
Scholarship Program of $200,000 per year.

« The Government of Canada firmly believes that
international Feace and security is dependent on
fostering bilateral and multilateral dialogue and
cooperation across the entire range of interstate
relations, » said Mrs. McDougall. « These programs will
allow us to assist scholarship and projects that increase
Canadian and international understanding of co-
operative security and promote its practical
implementation. »

Establishment of the programs follow through on the
Government's February budget commitment to reduce
expenditure. Some continuing resources are bein

transferred from the Canadian Institute for Intemationaq

Peace and Security (CIIPS) to External Affairs and
Intematio:}al Trade Canada (EAITC). The ﬁom ition

rogram also incorporates monies iously allocated
pto Efrrc S Disamrﬁ-:oment Fund. Iﬂe termir):ation and
consolidation of programs will result in significant
savings.

Examgles of projects eligible for assistance from the Co-
operative Security Scholarship Program include research,
publications, conferences and seminars. Information
about the m will be distributed to the interested
constimenca in the near future. The deadline for receipt
of applications for the program's first competitions is
November 30, 1992.

Mrs. McDouﬁall further announced that CIIPs' library
collection and associated database will be transferred to
the Canadian Forces Command and Staff College in
Toronto. The college will maintain and develop the
collection, and will ensure that scholars and the
interested public continue to have access to the library
and database. .

CIIPS will remain formally in existence until the Act
dissolving it — now in second reading — is proclaimed.
However, in the interests of those using s' grant and
scholarship mgrams and its information services, the
Institute's rd of Directors has co-ooperated in

transferring resources prior to dissolution.
